What is La Cosecha?

La Cosecha, a Spanish word for harvest, is a three-year project offering training for
first and next generation socially disadvantaged Latino farmers so they can become
successful farmers. The programming will be useful for current Latino farmers, farm
laborers, the children of Latino farmers and farm laborers, and interested Latinos with
non-farming backgrounds.
